We provide a guarantee in that we decide whether to replace or repair the product or individual parts,
or take the device back and reimburse the purchase price. The costs for materials and working hours
are our responsibility. Replaced products or parts become our property.

2. Guarantee period and registration

The guarantee period amounts to 36 months. For industrial use or equal wear, such as shift
operations in particular, or in the event of rentals it amounts to 12 months.

Systems driven by petrol or air are also guaranteed for a 12 month period.

The guarantee period begins with the day of delivery by the authorised specialist shop. The date on
the original purchase document is authoritative.

For all products bought in authorised specialist shops from 01.02.2009 the guarantee period is
extended to 24 months providing the buyer of these devices registers in accordance with the following
conditions within 4 weeks of the day of delivery by the authorised specialist shop.

The
guarantee certificate is valid as confirmation, as is the original purchase document that carries the
date of the purchase.
